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The Division of Motor Vehicles frequently updates its 
procedures and it’s easy to forget to periodically check 
them.  For those of you who haven’t reviewed the 
Procedures Manual lately, here are some changes that 
have taken effect over the last few months:  
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�  Personalized license plate numbers will no longer 
be held for a customer after the registration has 
expired.  RS-27, page 5, states “ . . .if (the 
computer system) shows that no renewal has been 
processed for a period of 1-year, a different 
customer may reserve the personalized license 
plate.  Example: Personalized license plate expires 
on April 24; the reservation may be processed on 
April 25.”

�� Friendly reminders

�� CVR title fee change

�  For heavy trucks, split level insurance policies are 
now acceptable in place of combined single limit 
policies, provided each of the limits meets or 
exceeds the amount of the required combined 
limits coverage.  Refer to RS-33. 

�  Taxicabs must now show proof of insurance in the 
following amounts: $125,000 per person for bodily 
injury, $250,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, 
and $50,000 for property damage.  Proof of 
coverage must be shown for renewals, transfers 
and for extending the registration period of the 
vehicle.  Refer to RS-36. 

�  National Guard plates continue to be issued without 
charge to active members of the National Guard 
who reside in this state.  Requirements are outlined 
in RS-15. 

�  On form HSMV 82053, also known as the small 
power of attorney, the full name of appointee is 
required where indicated at the top of the form. 
Details can be found in TL-02.�

�  We mentioned new license plates in the June issue 
of Dealer Connection. Donate Organs – Pass it On, 
A State of Vision, Support Homeownership for All 
and Agriculture Education specialty plates have all 
been programmed into the computer system and 
the plates will be available in January 2007. 

�  DV and DV Wheelchair plates can be issued to 
travel trailers over 35 feet, and wheelchair plates 
can no longer be used on trucks with a weight 
greater than 26,000 lbs. 

�  Effective January 2007, all motorcycles with a 
registrant who is under the age of 21 will be 
required to display the new Motorcycle Underage

add the dealership name above or beside the business 
name. It would also be helpful if you would write your 
dealer license number on the memo line or in that 
general area (if there is no Memo line at the bottom 
left). This information will greatly assist us if further 
processing of your check is required.

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Courtesy deliveries are confusing to many people and 
we want to make sure everyone is being consistent with 
their paperwork. When a Florida dealer is submitting 
paperwork for an out of state dealer as a "courtesy 
delivery," the Florida dealer's information must be 
shown in box 7 on form HSMV 82040, along with the 
wording "courtesy delivery." However, the sales tax 
registration number should not be entered.  Instead, 
sales tax or proof that the tax was paid to the out of 
state dealer should be submitted directly to the tax 
collector's office or license plate agency along with the 
customer's paperwork. If the dealership is an EFS 
agency, they may process it through the EFS system. 
Don’t forget, the $2 lemon law fee is not applicable on 
courtesy deliveries. 
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When a plate is transferred from one vehicle to another 
we require a disposal affidavit for the previous car.  Any 
one of the options below will fulfill DMV requirements:   

� Box 7 on form 82040: trade in information 

� Box 11 on form 82040: under “other” tell us what 
happened to the vehicle.  Was it sold privately? Is it in 
storage? 

� Form HSMV 83033:  A photocopy is sufficient. 

Unfortunately, we cannot process the work without this 
information, so your cooperation, as always, is much 
appreciated. ��� �
